	Low Vision Clinics (LVC)
The Maryland School for the Blind (MSB) Outreach Low Vision Service continues to offer clinical low vision evaluations at MSB and in the counties upon request.  The clinics at MSB are offered on the second Friday of the month, beginning September 9, 2011 between 9:15 am and 11:15 am and include ophthalmological, low vision and social work services.  Additional services such as occupational therapy and assistive technology are available upon request.  

There is no charge for the Low Vision Clinic visits.
The focus of the clinical low vision evaluation is to identify strategies and devices that will maximize the students’ ability to use their vision to complete daily activities.  The evaluation includes assessment of color vision, contrast sensitivity, near and distance acuities, visual field, lighting and visual perceptual screening.  A variety of strategies and optical and non-optical devices are presented for assessment and available for loan following the evaluation.

Regional low vision clinics are provided at a location decided upon by the county and include MSB’s low vision ophthalmologist and low vision specialist.

Regional Ophthalmological Screenings
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Regional ophthalmological screenings are available upon request for up to four students at a time.  The ophthalmological screenings emphasize assessment of visual abilities, the health of the eye including assessment of the appearance of the eyes, anterior chamber, lens, eye pressures, and refraction to determine the need for glasses and examination of the back of the eye to assess the integrity of the retina.  If concerns are noted the student is referred to their private physician for more extensive examination.  Regional screenings are provided at a location decided upon by the county and include MSB’s low vision ophthalmologist and low vision specialist.
Functional Vision Assessments

We continue to offer consultations and functional vision assessments in the student’s home or natural environment to address their ability to access age and grade level educational and leisure materials at near and far distances.  Areas assessed include but are not limited to color vision, near and distance visual acuities, functional visual perceptual skills, response to magnification and assessment of personal characteristics and environmental factors that may impact functional use of vision.  If visual perceptual concerns are suggested during the functional vision assessment, assessment of visual perceptual skills using the Motor Free Visual Perception Test, Third Edition is available with results generated through consultation from MSB occupational therapists. There is no charge for first and second consult visits.  An hourly rate will be applied on the third visit.
