In the cases of blindness, visual impairment and physically disabled, the “competent authority” who can certify eligibility are: doctors of medicine, doctors of osteopathy, ophthalmologists, optometrists, registered nurses, therapists, professional staff of hospitals, institutions and public or welfare agencies (e.g., social workers, counselors, teachers).
